The goal of this call to prayer is twofold: (1) to increase 

awareness of these challenges and (2) to build spiritual stamina 

and fortitude among the faithful so that we can be effective and 

joyful witnesses of faith, hope, and charity and agents of the 

New Evangelization.

 Monthly Eucharistic Holy Hours in cathedrals and parishes 

 Daily Rosary by families and individuals 

 Special Prayers of the Faithful at all Masses 

 Fasting and abstinence from meat on Fridays
